4. The narrator says that the Time Traveller shouldn't be trusted — and thus it makes some
sense that people wouldn't trust his story. But why does Wells add this uncertainty? Are we
supposed to be uncertain? Or is it just that we're supposed to see that the dinner guests are
uncertain? One of the final judgments on this story is the narrator's remark that the story is
incredible but told in a very believable way. Do you agree with this statement? How does the Time
Traveller make his story more believable?
