Abstract. The competence approach reflects the type of educational
content, which is not reduced to a psychological-oriented component,
but includes a holistic experience of solving life problems, performing
key functions, social roles, the manifestation of competencies.
Competence approach in education in contrast to the concept of
«knowledge acquisitiony involves the development of students’ skills
that allow them to act effectively in future situations of professional,
personal and social life.

The article defines the concept of competence in listening, its
structure, stages of its formation. Listening comprehension competence
is an important part of seniors” language competence. It is important
for teachers to find effective strategies for presenting audio input
in order to help students develop listening strategies and take the
maximum advantage of language learning opportunities. Learning
activities of seniors should be organized in such a way as to promote
the development of thinking, memory and attention. The teacher in
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the educational process should take into account the characteristics
and interests of students and create space for their own mental and
social activity. For this age it is important to ensure partnership and
cooperation in the learning process, the teacher's passion for his own
subject.

The peculiarities of the formation of English language competence
in listening of high school students are considered. The author’s
method of formation of KA using authentic video materials (TED-talks)
is presented. Exercises and tasks are built according to the structure
that is important when working with audio text, using three successive
stages: pre-text, text and post-text.
